Unit 1 : P1 – Types of Travel

Types of Travel

You need to have definitions of the following terms:

Domestic

Inbound

Outbound

For each of these you need to state what this type of travel is, why do people need to carry out this type of travel and include multiple examples.

Reasons for Travel

· Leisure (reasons for leisure travel, mention that you pay for this type of travel, is it inbound, outbound or domestic, think of examples for each)

· Business (why? Is this inbound, outbound, domestic? Mention that the company pays for this type of travel)

· Family and Friends (why would you need to visit family and friends, inbound, outbound, domestic?)

Other Reasons

· Sports –( footballers, team, fans, sporting events i.e. Olympics)

· Health care ( cheaper? Surgery only in some countries?)

· Education (school trips, university, boarding school)

· Religion (pilgrimage- Hajj, Pope, Charity worker,  missionary,)

For each of the reasons for travel you need to stat what they are, is it inbound, outbound, domestic (or can it be all of these), why do people travel for these reasons, and multiple examples. They also need to be written in full sentences.   

P2 – UK Economy Report

Task -Write a report which assesses the contribution the tourism sector makes to the UK economy. This should include information such as the number of people that work in the sector, tourism numbers and income to the UK from tourism.

Your report should take on the following layout.

Introduction:

Tourism is the 3rd largest industry in the UK and adds over £85 billion to the UK GDP every year. GDP stand for Gross Domestic product. This is ... Tourism also boosts businesses for those who are not directly linked to the tourism industry, for example, shops, bars, restaurants and hotels. Indirectly tourism is worth more to the UK creating £114 billion income.

Paragraph 1: Once the table is completed write a paragraph describing what it is showing. i.e. how much money does the UK make from inbound tourism? What attractions might domestic visitors visit in the UK? How many inbound tourists does the UK receive every year? How much money does the UK make from inbound tourism?

Paragraph 2:
· How many people work in the tourist industry in the UK?

· Which jobs are created directly because of tourism? (think accommodation, theatres, attractions)
· Which jobs are created indirectly because of tourism? (think transport, food, drinks etc) 
· What are the top attractions in the UK?

 Paragraph 3: Think of 2/3 examples of places that visitors might like to visit in the UK i.e. Stone Henge, Madame Tussauds,  Buckingham Palace, Drayton manor, Alton Towers, Hadrian’s Wall, Warwick castle, London Dungeons, Black Country Museum, Birmingham Museum and Art Gallery  etc.

For each place include the following:

· Why would people want to visit this place?
· Is it mainly inbound or domestic visitors that visit this attraction?
· Can people do any activities there or take part in any special events?

· Where is it located?

· How many visitors does it get each year?

· How many people does this place employ?

· How much money does contribute to the UK’s GDP every year?

Gross Domestic Product: The total value of goods produced and services provided in a country during one year.
M1 – Explain how different types of tourism contributes to the UK economy.

 You need to write a report to show how different types of tourism contribute to the UK economy.

Think about where tourists spend their money e.g. accommodation, catering, transport, visitor attractions, tour operators, and travel agents and so how this helps companies to make money and create jobs.

i.e Inbound business travellers will spend money on transport to get to the UK, and on accommodation during their stay. They may also spend money on public and private transport, food, beverages, and gifts to take back with them. This helps to create and maintain jobs within transport and accommodation organisations, it also generates money and employment within hospitality and retail businesses within the UK.

· Domestic Tourism
